Aromas of tropical fruits and citrus play out to a creamy, easy finish.

Ghost Pines, California, Chardonnay       	 8.5	 33
Exhibits pineapple, nectarine, pear and peach characteristics in its fresh, lively, medium to 
full-bodied, crisp personality. The oak is kept well in the background.

Neyers, “Carneros”, Chardonnay		  65
Ripe and bold with pear, fig and apricots, buttery oak stays through the finish.

Cakebread, “Napa Valley”, Chardonnay		  75
Complex aromas of pear, apple and honeydew.

Sycamore Lane, California, Pinot Grigio	 5.5	 21
Light and crisp, with citrus, melon and pear.

Ca Montini, Italian, Pinot Grigio		  34
Fruit driven aromas of apple, pineapple and honey.

Chateau St. Michelle, “Columbia Valley”, Riesling	 6.5	 26
Flavors of peach, ripe apricot and citrus.

Arona, “Marlborough”, Sauvignon Blanc	 7.5	 29
Crisp and zesty, notes of passion fruit and pineapple.	

St Supery,  California, Sauvignon Blanc	 9	 35
Aromas of ruby grapefruit, lime and honeysuckle join a vibrant core of grapefruit, pineapple
and lemon grass.

Laboure-Roi, Burgundy, Pouilly Fuisse		  36
Rich, but dry, rounded white fruit flavors and ripe finish.

Domaine Fouassier, France, Sancerre		  45
Dry fruity wine with a mineral nose and citrus aromas.

Hacienda, California, “Clair de Lune”, Merlot	 5.5		  21	
Enticing cherry, vanilla, toasted herb aromas with plush cherry and plum flavors.

Steele Merlot, “Lake County”, California, Merlot			   40
Lots of fruit, medium tannins and a long lingering finish.

Trefethen, Napa, Merlot			   60
A balanced, soft, full body brushes up against smoky red fruit, slightly under-ripened
boysenberries, plums, sun-dried tomatoes, red peppercorns and nutmeg.

Trapiche,  Argentina, Cabernet Sauvignon	 5.5		  21
Well balanced with a rich mix of red fruit.

Snoqualmie, Columbia Valley, Cabernet Sauvignon	 7.5		  28
Red currant fruit aromas with spice notes on the nose, followed by spring berry 
flavors on the palate. (Certified Organic)

Ghost Pines, California, Cabernet Sauvignon	 9		  35
Aromas of sweet nuts, sweet aromatics and black pepper complement the dark fruit
aromas and flavors. The palate is dense and chewy without being overly astringent.

Conn Creek, “Napa Valley”, Cabernet Sauvignon			   55
Integrated aromas of plum and spice with rich chocolate and dried cranberries
with a finish of robust cherry.

Buehler, “Napa Valley”, Cabernet Sauvignon			   60
Ripe black cherry, plum and cola with spice complements.

Robert Oatley, Australia, Shiraz	 7.5		  28
Flavors of juicy red berries and a touch of spice, wrapped in gentle tannins.

Michael-David, “Petite” Petit Sirah	 8.5		  33
Flavors of blueberry and cherry with a round finish.

Norton, Argentina, Mendoza Malbec	 7		  27
Deep red color, violet hints. Sweet and spicy aromas of black pepper. Ripe red fruit
on the palate, with smooth, harmonious tannins.

Shooting Star, “Lake County”, California, Zinfandel	 7		  28
Aromas of raspberry and ripe black fruit with a hint of cinnamon and nutmeg.

Rombauer Vineyards, California, Zinfandel			   55
Full-bodied, deeply concentrated and jammy with dark berries and cherries. Fruity 
through the finish, flavors of boysenberry and raspberry linger on the palate.

Genesis, Hogue Vineyards, Columbia Valley, Washington, Meritage	 8.5		  32
A blend of Merlot, Cabernet Sauvignon, Malbec and Cabernet Franc. 

Harlow Ridge, Lodi, Pinot Noir	 7.5		  29
Violet, cherry, cola and truffle bring good complexity at a reasonable intensity.

Emeritus, “Russian River”, Pinot Noir			   60
Intense, yet delicate with wild berries and cherry, creamy and velvety on the palate.

Bai Gorri, Crianza, Rioja			   40
Dense, dark fruit aromas with layers of wild berry fruits.
